You can also comment on the more detailed policies contained in the Core
Strategy and also on the possible sites for these new developments which are
published in a separate Allocations Document. Details on how you can comment
are given at the end of this article.

Many of the 6,301 houses will be built within existing
built up areas. A draft study looking at available housing
land has identified sites with planning permission and
other sites within built up areas for approximately 4,400
homes. Using these sites will encourage regeneration through the
redevelopment of underused and derelict sites. The remaining homes
(approximately 1,900) will need to be built on the edge of existing
developed areas.

Homes to be built on the edge of existing developed areas
must be away from flood risk or nature conservation
zones. The new homes will meet local needs and will
bring new investment for infrastructure and community
facilities. The aim is to distribute the new homes throughout
the borough. The Allocations Document looks at where this housing
could be built, with possible housing numbers for each site.

The goal is to create jobs in locations that are attractive
to employers and can also help revitalise the borough’s
town centres. The Allocations Document looks at where

new jobs could be provided, with information on possible

sites.

Parts of the green gaps between Waterlooville, Havant

and Emsworth will have to be built on to accommodate

some of the new housing. New and stronger boundaries

will be established, trees and hedges will be planted and
other areas kept open. The council recognises the need to maintain
the integrity of these gaps and that the distinctiveness of each town
is vitally important.

Regeneration of the borough will be employment and housing-led
Woodcroft Farm; new jobs at Dunsbury Hill Farm
housing with landscaped public spaces. Improvements in community

with developments such as:-
\ new homes on sites in Leigh Park, Wecock and
\\ with possibilities for its extension in the future;
. upgrading Leigh Park Centre, including shops and
facilities, the environment and general infrastructure will be funded
by new development.
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Focusing on shopping, expansion of Havant Town

G Centre, west of Park Road South, is the preferred option.
. In Waterlooville Town Centre, expansion is preferred to
the north-west along Hambledon Road. A reduction of

the shopping floorspace at Leigh Park Centre is favoured as part
of its re-development.

The Major Development Area (MDA) is a large site west of Waterlooville where over
2,000 homes and 2,900 jobs are expected, the majority in Winchester District. It will
provide much needed additional homes, including affordable housing. New employment
land will provide more jobs for the borough.

Better east to west transport links will help to overcome the division of the borough
caused by the A3(M). Improvements to public transport will also help to regenerate the

borough and give better access between houses, jobs, facilities and services.

The idea is to take advantage of the borough’s natural assets, whilst encouraging more
tourism into the area. New hotels and conferencing facilities will be supported as well
as other leisure developments that provide jobs in the borough. Arts, cultural pursuits
and associated activities such as catering, will also be supported and developed with
partners.

The council aims to continue to promote a
sustainable transport policy to make travel throughout
the borough more convenient, safer, healthier and
environmentally friendly.
